Position Descriptions
Descriptions below are summative in nature and may not represent the position in it’s entirety.
	President: 
In charge of all meetings. Acts as main representative to the Regional student council. Oversees all other positions. Required attendance at all Stuco functions (exceptions apply for sports, academic engagements). 

Vice-President: 
Fills in for President when needed. Coordinates trips to AASG (state-wide travel trips twice per year). Required attendance at all Stuco functions (exceptions apply for sports, academic engagements). Directly oversees treasurer including filling in as needed. 

Secretary: 
Takes notes at every meeting. Responsible for school communication including bulletin board maintenance. Responsible for all promotional materials including spirit day flyers and dance advertisements.
	Treasurer: 
Responsible for all resource management including but not limited to: Money, Assembly supplies, dance supplies. Also responsible for maintenance of Stuco equipment room. The treasurer will be required to perform shopping trips periodically throughout the year to get supplies for upcoming events. 

Liason: 
Responsible for interaction between Stuco and the rest of the student body and staff of HHS. Responsible for polling student body, bringing non-stuco members to meetings, and just generally going and “getting stuff”.
